Awards
are presented weekly.

Game Time: High energy structured games with
individual and team competition, teaches good
sportsmanship, self-control and discipline.

Handbook Time: Memorization and understand-
ing of key Bible verses.

The clubbers are awarded jewels for their uni-
forms as they complete the required sections in
their handbooks. There are points awarded for
different activities during the night and the win-
ning team receives a prize. Clubbers also earn
Awana Shares for scripture memory, uniforms and
attendance. There is an Awana Store held once
every six weeks for clubbers to spend their
shares.

The clubbers work to earn the privilege of partici-
pating on the Sparks-A-Rama, which is a local
event competing with other churches in games
learned during game time.

Clubbers may choose to participate in the Awana
Grand Prix in November. They build their own
cars and race them against other Awana clubbers.

One of the special things about being a Sparks
leader is that you have the opportunity to minister
to these young minds and hearts, and watch how
God begins to work in their lives.
